RESULTS

1.Access to education is improved, and structures designed to keep students enrolled
(retention rates) are strengthened in all 38 project schools (30 primary and 8 lower
secondary).

2.The teaching and pedagogical skills of the school community members are upgraded, and
the overall school administration systems are made more efficient and effective.

3.Students from the 8 lower secondary schools and 100 out-of-school youth gain the
necessary skills and resources needed for a successful move into the workforce and
employment..

4.The local partner organisations KAPE and BSDA implement education and TVET measures
independently, effectively andin accordance with international compliance and quality
standards.
